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Raffaele Tripiccione (born 1956) obtained his laurea degree in Physics from the 
University of Pisa. He carried out his doctoral studies at Scuola Normale 
Superiore in Pisa. 
 
He spent his early scientific career at Istituto Nazionale di Fisica Nucleare (INFN). He 
moved to the Università di Ferrara, as a full professor of physics, in the year 2000. Over 
the years he has visited for extended periods several scientific institutions, such as 
Fermilab in the US and CERN (Geneva). He has supervised approximately 20 doctoral 
theses and a large number of master theses. 
 
His research interests are in the area of computational theoretical physics. Over the 
years he has focused his work on Lattice Gauge Theories (LGT), turbulent fluid 
dynamics and complex systems (mainly spin-glasses). 
 
He has played a major role in the development of several application-driven high 
performance computer systems for physics applications. He is one of the founders of the 
French-German-Italian APE project, that has developed several generation of LGT-
optimized computer system. He has been the head of the project from 1990 to 2000. In 
recent years, he has been involved in the Italian-Spanish JANUS project, that develops 
reconfigurable computer systems for applications in condensed-matter physics.
